Game: City v United (League Division 1) played 23/01/2008       (6 marks)   
At City Park                                   
In the 20th minute of a league game between City and United on 26/01/2008, while the ball is in play in the centre circle, you notice the City number 5, David Quinn, who is standing in his own penalty area, kicking the United number 9 violently on the legs. Describe on the report form what you seen, the action you took and how you restarted the game.
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City v United on Saturday 23/01/2008

At City Park, League Division 1

Player reported: David Quinn (City) Number 5
Offence: B2 Violent conduct (20th minute)
In the 20th minute of the above game, when the ball was in play in the centre circle, I noticed the City number 5, David Quinn, who was inside his own penalty area, kick the United number 9 violently on the legs.

I immediately stopped play, called the offending player over, took his full name and number, told him he was being sent off for violent conduct and showed him the red card. He was told to go directly to the changing rooms.

The United number 9 was unable to resume despite treatment and had to be substituted. The game was then restarted with a penalty kick to United.
