DIRECT & INDIRECT
2. What is the difference between the two?

YOU CAN SCORE FROM A DIRECT FREE KICK WITHOUT ANYONE ELSE TOUCHING IT
3. What procedures must be followed at the taking of a free kick to the defending team inside their own penalty area?

ALL OPPONENTS MUST BE 10YD FROM THE BALL  & OUTSIDE THE PENALTY AREA THE BALL IS IN PLAY WHEN IT LEAVES THE PENALTY AREA 
4. What procedures must be followed at the taking of a penalty kick?

BALL IS ON PENALTY MARK 
PLAYER TAKING IT IS IDENTIFIED

THE DEFENDING GOALKEEPER IS ON THE GOAL LINE FACING THE KICKER BETWEEN THE POSTS AND REMAINS THERE UNTIL THE BALL IS KICKED
ALL OTHER PLAYERS 10YD FROM BALL IN THE FIELD OF PLAY OUTSIDE THE PENALTY AREA AND BEHIND THE PENALTY MARK 
THE PLAYER TAKING THE KICK MUST KICK IT FORWARD AND NOT TOUCH IT A SECOND TIME UNTIL IT HAS TOUCHED ANOTHER PLAYER

5. At the taking of a penalty kick the referee notices the goalkeeper is standing one metre off his goal line. What should he do?

IF A GOAL IS SCORED IT WOULD STAND 
IF THE GOALKEEPER SAVES IT THE KICK WOULD BE RETAKEN 
6. The player taking a penalty kick shoots for goal and the ball rebounds directly from the crossbar to the kicker who heads it into the net. What is your decision?

AN INDIRECT FREE KICK TO DEFENDING TEAM
7. A penalty kick is awarded to City. The number 8 of City places the ball on the penalty mark and prepares to take the kick. All other players on the field are outside the penalty area and behind the ball. The kicker runs and touches the ball forward one metre and one of his team mates runs into the penalty box and shoots the ball into goal. What is your decision and how would you re-start the game?

A GOAL WOULD BE AWARDED AND YOU WOULD RESTART WITH A PLACE KICK FROM THE CENTRE SPOT
8. Where must a throw in be taken from?

FROM THE PLACE WHERE THE BALL CROSSD THE TOUCH LINE
9. A long throw is taken and it goes directly into the opponent’s goal without any player touching the ball. What is your decision and how would you restart the game?  

DISALLOW THE GOAL AND RESTART WITH A GOAL KICK
10. What is the procedure for a correctly taken throw in?

YOU MUST FACE THE FIELD OF PLAY
YOU MUST HAVE PART OF EACH FOOT EITHER ON THE TOUCH LINE OR ON THE GROUND OUTSIDE THE TOUCH LINE

USE BOTH HANDS

DELIVER THE BALL FROM BEHIND AND OVER YOUR HEAD
11. A goal kick is taken and the ball is played towards the defending centre half. The ball travels 15 metres, but remains inside the box when the opposing centre forward runs past the defender, get the ball, goes round the goalkeeper and shoots into an empty net. What is your decision and how would you restart the game?  

DISALLOW THE GOAL AND RESTART WITH A GOAL KICK
12. The goalkeeper takes a goal kick which travels 30 metres upfield. However due to a strong wind the ball blows back towards his goal. He runs out of his penalty box to challenge the opposing centre forward for the ball and jumps and heads the ball out of play and over the touch line. What is your decision and how would you restart the game?

AWARD AN INDIRECT FREE KICK TO THE OPPOSING TEAM
13. Name the correct procedure for a corner kick?
THE BALL IS PLACED IN THE CORNER ARC AT THE NEAREST CORNER FLAG POST
THE FLAGPOST IS NOT MOVED

ALL OPPONENTS 10 YD AWAY UNTIL BALL IS IN PLAY

THE BALL IS KICKED BY AN ATTACKING PLAYER

THE BALL IS IN PLAY WHEN IT IS KICKED AND MOVES

THE KICKER DOES NOT PLAY THE BALL A SECOND TIME UNTIL ITS HAS BEEN TOUCHED BY ANOTHER PLAYER
