DISSENT.

A. Players

Law  12
 “A  player, substitute or substituted player is cautioned if he commits……


     
 DISSENT  BY  WORD  OR  ACTION.”
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A player who is guilty of dissent by protesting ( verbally or non verbally )



against a referee’s decision must be cautioned.

Law  12
“A player, substitute, or substituted player is sent off if he…uses….


             OFFENSIVE ,INSULTING or ABUSIVE LANGUAGE and/or GESTURES

Dissent  
Definition  -  differ in opinion / express such difference.

· Compare / contrast  dissent  with  offensive / insulting / abusive language

· Tolerances / acceptable  limits

· Background – industrial  language / norms.  Passionate  game  etc

· Examples  - loud & petulant  outburst,  running  towards  referee,  throwing  arms  etc

· Ignore / Action  required  -  control of the game / undermines authority of the referee

· 1 to 1 comment –  ignore / quiet word / public warning

· Witnessed / heard by several players / sidelines –  action  - public warning / caution

· Ability to sell decision – no “cheap” cautions

· Avoidance – correct decisions / positioning

· Failure  to  deal  with  dissent  leads  to  further  problems.

B. Coaches / Club Officials.
Law 5

power / duties …” take action against team officials who fail to conduct 



themselves in a responsible manner and may, at his discretion, expel them



from the field of play and its immediate surrounds.”
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Coach, club officials and subs. must behave in a responsible manner.

· Distinguish  club officials / coaches from substitutes / substituted players and spectators. Never approach spectators – through official in charge of team.

· Only get involved if person on park / delays restart / interferes with the match or undermines your authority ( audible comment / action ).

· If offence deemed dissent – issue final warning stating next time any offence from same touchline will result in a dismissal.

· If offence severe – dismiss the culprit from the confines of the park.

· Avoid “nose to nose” confrontation – side on so less aggressive and still able to see players.
